Hanitsu Shrine, located on the southeast side of the base of Mt. Bandai, rests on top of a slanting slope of accumulated volcanic deposits resulting
from eruptions which occurred 200,000—300,000 years ago. This is the shrine where Masayuki Hoshina (first generation member of the Aizu Fief
ruling Matsudaira Family, who was the younger brother—by a different mother—of 3rd generation Tokugawa Shogun Iemitsu, and who also
provided aid to 4th generation Tokugawa Shogun Ietsuna) is enshrined. Lord Hoshina' s final wish was to establish Hanitsu Shrine as a subordinate
shrine to Iwahashi Shrine (the much older shrine which is dedicated to the god of Mt. Bandai -Iwahashi Myojin), and so it was built in 1675 (Enpo
3), after his death. It is said that the shrine established was comparable to Nikko' s Tosho-gu in its beautiful extravagance. The original building

was burnt down during the Boshin Civil War. Presently both the shrine and memorial site further up the mountain in the back of the shrine
(Masayuki Hoshina' s grave) serve as the gravesite of the Matsudaira family (the last ruling family of the Aizu Fief and clan) and have been

designated as National Historical Remains. ) B
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
